In the city center you'll
find festive, cottage-style stalls of the Christmas market and
Lebkuchenherzen (traditional gingerbread hearts) to create a
magical European Christmas experience.

During this holiday
season, see the picture-perfect Christmas market situated
underneath the 130’ high Ravenna Viaduct where unique
handcrafted regional items await your perusal.
