DAY 4 Kunde Family Winery, Charles M. Schulz and Sbragia
Family Vineyards: Begin the day at Kunde Family Winery.
Established in 1904, this fifth-generation sustainably farmed
estate lies at the heart of Sonoma County’s famed Valley the
Moon. Embark on their Barrel Tour tasting five of their exquisite
wines and tour the Aging Caves. A stroll around the town square
will take you past former Mexican barracks, 19th-century hotels,
the San Francisco Solano Mission and the site of the Bear Flag
Revolt. Enjoy lunch on your own in this quaint California town.
On your way north, stop at the Charles M. Schulz Museum,
creator of the beloved Peanuts characters. Coming into the Dry
Creek Valley your destination is Sbragia Family Vineyards. At
this third-generation winery a special “Bites & Flights” program
