DAY 3 Snowcoach Touring in Yellowstone National Park

Have your winter gear ready and your cameras packed as our private

legendary geyser Old Faithful. There are many stops along the way
including Madison Junction, considered the birthplace of Yellowstone;
Fountain Paint Pot, a mud pot named for its many colors; and Biscuit
Basin, with its active geothermal activity. A box lunch is included

and many wildlife stops will be made along the way. Experience the
beauty and wonder of Yellowstone in winter on this 60-mile-long
once-in-a-lifetime adventure.

DAY 4 National Elk Refuge Sleigh Ride and Jackson Hole

Leaving Montana today, travel to the historic town of Jackson,
Wyoming, a blend of American history and Western charm.
