On an included walking tour of this city on
the confluence of the Danube, Inn and liz Rivers, stroll through the
old town’s narrow alleyways and see its noteworthy architecture.
St. Stephen’s Cathedral is a wonderful example of Baroque
architecture and home to Europe’s largest pipe organ with more
than 17,000 pipes. After a bit of free time, return to the ship for a

leisurely sailing along the river to Regensburg. Meals: B, L, D

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the UNESCO World Heritage city center and see many of the city’s
architectural highlights. Enjoy a Bavarian sausage tasting during the
tour for a real ‘taste’ of local life! Alternatively, join a bike tour to the
Walhalla Monument, towering high above the slopes of the Danube.
The site affords a fascinating view of the surrounding landscape and
the river below. This evening, a traditional Bavarian band performs
onboard. The ship remains docked in Regensburg overnight.
