DAY 7 Nashville’s Country Music Hall of Fame and Grand
Ole Opry: Begin your day with a visit to the Country Music
Hall of Fame and Museum. Called the “Smithsonian of
Country Music” because of its collection of artists’ artifacts,
photographs, recorded sound and vintage video, the museum
is highlighted by its core exhibit Sing Me Back Home: A Journey
Through Country Music. Then, get that Nashville feel at
historic RCA Studio B. Once the recording home of popular
music titans such as Elvis Presley, Chet Atkins and the Everly
Brothers, it was here that the Nashville sound was born. After
time to freshen up at the hotel you have reserved seats at the
Granddaddy of Country shows, the Grand Ole Opry. Meals: B, D
